We run Boys Noise and b:You projects in schools to support the 
development of children who, for various reasons, are struggling in some 
areas of their learning.

In secondary schools our work consists mainly in supporting 
Christian Unions, enabling young people to set up and run 
groups, leading some sessions and training and 
encouraging young leaders. We also provide RE lessons, 
Christmas and Easter dramas, and intervention mentoring.

You will be part of the CRiBS Team 
serving in local schools. In primary 
schools we lead assemblies, deliver 
creative and memorable RE lessons and 
perform Easter and Christmas drama 
presentations in over 50 schools.
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
